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What is Early College?

e A Partnership between school districts and two
or four year colleges/universities.

e A type of dual enrollment program.

e Provides an opportunity for students to earn an
associate's degree or up to two years of college
credits toward a bachelor’s degree in high
school—at no cost to students.

Early College students are
significantly more likely to enroll in
college and earn a college degree.

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Logistics

e In grades 9 and 10, classes will be predominantly on the NHS campus.

e In 11th and 12th grades, students will take courses on the ECC
Campus and the NHS Campus.

e Transportation will be provided for students between the ECC Campus
and NHS.

e ECC professors will be teaching the college classes. Some classes
may be taught by NHS teachers who have also been hired by ECC, if
they meet the minimum qualifications to teach an ECC class.

e Students will have flexibility within this program and can participate in
extracurricular sports and activities on the NHS campus.
